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In the Barigadu territory, geographic area of the central Sardinia, there are at least 145 Neolithic rock-cut tombs (the so called "domus de janas").

This area is delimited - for a vast stretch - from the left bank of the river Tirso, one of the most important rivers in Sardinia (159 km). The construction along its development, an imposing barrier known as diga di Santa Chiara (1918-1924), led to the creation of artificial basin of Lake Omodeo (Sanna 1993, p. 27).  The creation of this basin, as well as profoundly altered the natural landscape, has caused the obliteration of many of these graves. The barigadu domus de janas, all excavated in trachyte, are isolated or are gathered in small groups, the most important of which is that of Campu Maiore-Busachi (24 tombs). 
Planimetric sorts of hypogea are very simple, except some tombs that have a multicellular structure. Most of them are characterized by a typology with a longitudinal development with L and T enlargement, sometimes with corridor or pavilion entrance. 60% plus of the tombs considered here, have architectonic elements which reproduce prehistoric dwellings structures as a distinctive features.
The most important hypogeum tombs of those surveyed would be the stages of 'journey to discover the Necropolis. The first stop of the itinerary is in Sorradile, and is the visit the necropolises of domus de janas of Prunittu. The itinerary continues towards Nughedu s. Vittoria. In Nughedu it is possible to visit the domus de janas called S. Angrone and Arzolas de Goi were it is possible to admire the bull head-shaped scultures: they represent the male god whom the neolithic people venerated. After leaving nughedu the itinerary continues towards Busachi, where there are the characteristic domus of Campu Maiore. The itinerary ends with the painted domus of Mandras. One of which, the Tomb of Mandras-Ardauli, (upper) shows a home roof reproduction painted (in red color) in the introductory room ("anti-cella") and in the main room. Moreover the main room presents a particular painted architectural decoration in the walls.
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
